Size/weight of stone 

Natural stone comes in two standard thicknesses for countertop applications: 2cm (3/4”) and 3cm (1 1/4”). Each thickness has it’s own advantages and disadvantages. Below is a list of factors you should consider when deciding which thickness is right for you. 

· 2cm: professional grade material, more elegant look much thicker edge detail, stone must be laminated to edge or screen molding employed to conceal plywood. 

· 3cm: more expensive material, heavier look, does not require subdeck, does not require stone lamination or screen molding, tile splash should be used 

· SeamsStone slabs average about 5’ x 9’. When countertops run longer than 9 feet, there will be a seam. Seaming is an art. When done correctly, the seam will disappear from sight and touch.
